
 
 
One of the questions we receive quite frequently these days, now that we have thousands 
and thousands of mapped courses in the database is:  
 
“How can I update the Google Earth map for either Basics or Extras that someone else 
submitted?” 
 
This guide explains the ways in which you can immediately obtain a map for any mapped 
course already in our database, and update it. 
 

 
 
The guide assumes that you are familiar with our website and know how to navigate to a 
Course Scorecard page on the golftraxx.com website. 
 
From there, one simple way to obtain the current Google Earth kml file for the course is 
to click the View Google Earth KML button on the page. 
 



A page similar to the following is shown: 
 

 
 
Next, right click on the page and click View Page Source. 
 



You should now see the contents of a Google Earth kml file which looks similar to the 
following: 
 

 
 
Copy and paste the contents of this file into a new Google Earth kml file, and you’ll be 
able to open it in Google Earth and edit as desired. 
 
When completed, just email it back to us. 
 
GolfTraxx will make all courses that have been mapped and uploaded to our website 
available to other GolfTraxx members via website download for FREE, so feel free to 
contribute your mapped courses generously. 
 
GolfTraxx is also developing an on-line method for updating the coordinates for your 
favorite courses.

NOTE that there is now a button for each course included in the mapped course list called 
Update GPS. 
 
Clicking the new button results in a familiar page displaying the course scorecard, with 
one new feature we think you’re going to like.   
 



Each hole on that scorecard now has a button called View Hole and Update.  When you 
click it, you’ll see the hole, with the current locations of each of the placemarks. 
 

 
 
These placemarks can be dragged (if necessary) then you’ll be able to click an Update 
button to update the coordinates for this hole in the staging database (after checking the 
course out).  Once you complete the necessary updates, shoot us an email, and we’ll 
update production with your changes. 
 
We hope you’ll enjoy this product and find your way to lower scores.  We’re sure you’ll 
appreciate our open-standards based approach.  We welcome any input you might have 
for improving our product.
